NYC CAS 2017 TRIP PERMISSION INFORMATION
Student spots on this year’s trip are limited so please read the following closely: 
· All NYC Trip Permission Forms are to be COMPLETELY filled out, signed, and returned to the CAS Office by Wednesday, May 31st. Only students who completed at least one CAS program (including Basketball Team, as well as the casts, crew, and bands of Urinetown, Ruined, and Our Town) may apply for the trip.

· The following criteria are considered when giving students a spot on the trip: grade (i.e. 9-12), overall CAS attendance, and behavior in both school and CAS.
· Not all students who turn in a NYC Trip Permission form are guaranteed a spot on the trip (see above criteria).

· Students must rank 3 of the 4 activities.

· Students may not switch activities after they have turned in the NYC Trip Permission Form.

· Parents and students will be notified whether or not they are attending the trip via email or phone.  Parents and students who are WAITLISTED will be notified via email. If a spot on the trip opens, Ms. Pugh will call home to the parent to notify them. If you do not hear from Ms. Pugh by Friday, June 2nd, please email or call her at kjerstin.pugh@new-haven.k12.ct.us or 475-220-2439.
· Students are responsible for their own food on this trip. All groups will have the opportunity to purchase food during the trip. We recommend bringing $10 - $20 for these types of purchases and bringing snacks and water from home.
